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Final Recommendations

	Promote the negotiation and conclusion of a PANTANAL COOPERATION TREATY, between Bolivia, Brazil and Paraguay, to implement joint actions for the sustainable and integrated management of the Pantanal.

Revise and harmonize environmental legislation between and within the countries to promote public and private investments that contribute to the conservation and sustainable development of the Pantanal

Enable an effective cooperation that includes the strengthening of research and knowledge among the three countries as for the environmental conventions and international programs of which all are part of, and which contribute with references for the formulation of policies in the Pantanal.

Divulgate pertinent regulations and legislation each one of the three countries consider applicable to their geographical areas within the Pantanal.

Promote the participation of all the segments of the society in the decision processes through the establishment of policy and mechanisms for Inclusion, Communication, Information, and Diffusion.

Promote permanent Formal, Non-Formal and Informal stakeholders Capacity Building to become qualified actors in the democratic process of decision-making, for the promotion of sustainability of the Pantanal.

Create and promote open information systems and geo-referenced databases for the Alto Paraguay Basin to support the formulation, implementation and execution of public policies and community actions, leading to the sustainable development of the Pantanal.

Seek out mechanisms for the establishment of integrated policies for research and teaching in the region leading to contribute in the conservation and sustainable development of the Pantanal.

Identify indicators of sustainability for human activities to measure the progress and impact of public policies applied to the sustainable development of the Pantanal, to its environment, and to its area of influence.
